Most of us get quite a lot of e-mail and, unfortunately, many of 
the messages leave a lot to be desired. I am particularly distressed 
when a message is in all caps since I donôt like being yelled at. And 
thatôs what that formatting portrays.  
 
We all make grammatical and spelling mistakes, but it only takes a 
very short time to look back over what you are sending and make 
a few corrections.  
 
The most important item of all, I guess, is not having your in-
tended receiverôs e-mail addresses in the To: field. None of us want 
to receive spam and we really arenôt interested in helping all those 
folks who need to get money transferred to a new account with 
our help. Gosh, are we passing up $$$ by not receiving those mes-
sages? I donôt think so. How do you think they get our e-mail ad-
dresses in the first place? They have ways of skimming that infor-
mation out of messages with lists of e-mail addresses in the To:, 
and Cc: fields. So please use Bcc: when you are sending a message 
to more than one person.

Hereôs to the Winners 
with Dennis McCarthy 
(July 5) 

 
It was our pleasure to 
welcome well-known 
columnist Dennis 
McCarthy to our meet-
ing. Dennis started at 
the Daily News in 1981 
writing news, which he 
did for the first ten 
years of his career. These 
stories last for one day, 
checking the validity, 
etc., takes many phone 
calls and follow up and 
he became tired of all 
that.  

 
After some difficulty, he convinced his editor that people would 
indeed like to read  good news.   His column about positive top-
ics and so-called  ordinary  people began in 1984. His idea is now 
well proven with his success all these years and his column is 
printed three times a week. 
 
He finds older people more interesting because they have stories to 
tell. He says he avoids taking the freeways, preferring to drive 
through neighborhoods. He wants to eventually see all the streets 
in the Valley. He insists on doing a Pearl Harbor Day story as well 
as a D-Day story since there are few left to whom he can talk about 
it. He says the Viet Nam vets are only just beginning to talk. They 
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always seem to carry some guilt:  Why did I come back?  
 
He talked about the effect seeing the Western Union telegram de-
livery person coming up the walk had on people during the days 
of World War II and how he loves to find the receivers of a Silver 
Star and/or Purple Heart. He informed us that Andy Gump was 
indeed a real person and told us the story. He also told us about 
Mitchell Paige, a recipient of the Medal of Honor from World 
War II, who served to ferret out imposters wearing or selling the 
Medal of Honor. A G.I. Joe action figure was designed in his like-
ness. 
 
His book, Hereôs to the Winners, tells 62 stories gleaned from the 
over 5,000 columns he has written about the accomplishments of 
everyday people.

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Are Your Drivers Up to Date? 
With Roger Radcliffe 
And our Summer Pot Luck 
(July 12) 
 
Yes, it was time for our semi-annual Pot Luck where we not only 
enjoy the many delicious dishes from which we feast, but also a 
chance to have more time visiting with those members who hap-
pen to sit at our table. This is our opportunity to get acquainted 
with others who attend our weekly presentations. 
 
We all hear drivers are needed for our computers. If you want your 
computer to run smoothly, the latest drivers are very important. So 
where do I find them, you ask? Roger Radcliffe gave us that infor-
mation and a whole lot more. Roger told me the other evening 
that in looking at his computer, he discovered it has well over 100 
drivers! Do you know how many you have?  
 
As the dishes were cleared, Roger began his inquiry:  When was 
the last time you checked to see if the drivers in your computer are 
the latest versions?  Many had never checked and he used my lap-
top to show it still had the original drivers from the time is was 
purchased in 2006. Quite an example, wouldn t you say? 
 
He explained that Drivers are 
software files used to control the  
operation of devices connected to  
the Central Processing Unit, both 
external and internal. They are 
loaded as the computer is boot-
ing with those needed to operate 
devices loaded during the BIOS 
check and the Advanced Win-
dows drivers loaded after the op-
erating system, before the logon 
screen. He then explained how 
and where driver settings can be changed, but youôd better know 
what you are doing.

When searching for an updated driver 
file, it is essential to check the specific 
model number and note the operating 
system. He showed that driver files are 
located in the Windows system direc-
tory and warned that the Registry 
should not be changed. If a new driver 
is installed, Windows takes care of the 
updating. 
 

The manufacturerôs web sites have the latest drivers available but it 
would be a huge chore to look up all 100+ to see if a later version 
is available. He suggested using a software program to do that and 
demonstrated this with Driver Genius Professional. This is a pro-
gram he trusts but there are a number of free programs available. 
He stressed to always use caution if you donôt know the back-
ground of any program that is going to make changes in your 
computer. 
 
Thank you, Roger, for a most enlightening presentation and pre-
senting information we all need and can use. 
 
 

Gadgets and Technology from E3 
with Charly Shelton 
(July 19) 
 
Charly is an avid fan of E3 
(Electronics Entertainment Expo) 
which is held annually in Los Ange-
les, and has been attending for many 
years. He was planning to have a 
friend with him to give us a look at 
the new games they thought weôd 
like to see. Unfortunately, the friend 
was called away so Charly included 
this in his talk. Using the Xbox  
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Kinect, he showed us how it is possible to walk through Disneyland, 
taking the rides, seeing the 14 attractions and appreciating the detail 
which is an exact replica of Disneyland down to a foot. You can 
even go on rides with others all over the world who you join via the 
Internet. At the end of the ride, a picture is taken just as at the real 
ride, and can be posted on Facebook immediately. Wow! 
 
He talked about Halo (by Microsoft) being the most popular game 
of all time. A new version was introduced, version 4. Their previous 
versions have been the highest grossing. As you can imagine, as 
graphics have been improved over the years, this is more realistic 
than ever. 
 
When he came to speaking about hardware, he feels the iPad 2 is the 
greatest thing ever developed. Announced was the iPad 3 which is 
expected to come out this fall. He also mentioned competing tablets 
by Boss Electronics and the LG-G-Slate from T-Mobile which has the 
4G network. He also praised the cameras, yes cameras since there are 
two, in this tablet. 
 
Probably the highlight of our evening was the AR Drone he brought 
with him. While his piloting may not be the best, he allowed it to fly 
around the room, delighting everyone. With a camera embedded, it 
shows all that it flies over. You say

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E-Mail Tips with Judy Taylour  
(July 26) 
 
Judy Taylour was here with this 
information-filled meeting. Eve-
ryone uses an email program 
and there are some basic differ-
ences between them. These were 
discussed and since I asked, 
Judy covered some basics that 
well help everyone. 
 
She began with a humorous 
slide showing the many ways e-
mail can be spelled, all of which 
can be correct. Explaining that e
-mail is the Internetôs most 
popular application, she stressed 
that we must remember that e-mail is not private! An example used 
was the e-mail sent by one of the officers at the Rodney King beat-
ing trial where he said, ñOops. I havenôt beaten anyone so bad in a 
long time.ò  You know King was acquitted. Companies are enti-
tled to check employeeôs e-mail and courts have held that employ-
ees have no expectation of privacy! 
 
Here are some Netiquette Rules: 
 
- Keep it short 
- Have a relevant subject listed 
- Never use all CAPS! This indicates shouting 
- All lower case is confusing 
- Donôt over punctuate but use it appropriately 
- Use headings and bullet points to make a longer message easier to 
read 
- Explain acronyms when not in everyday use 
- Watch the sarcasm and/or humor. It is not always interpreted 
correctly when not accompanied by facial expression and vocal 
inflections

When sending to more than one person, please use bcc. You must 
remember that there are bots and paid persons watching e-mail to 
harvest addresses. These can and will be used for spam and worse. 
Multiple addresses in the To line, as well as cc, are invitations to 
these bad uses. 
 
It would be very considerate to ask those in your address book if 
they would like to receive jokes, chain mail and the rest before 
automatically forwarding to everyone. And when you receive any e-
mail asking you to forward to everyone, be suspicious. It only 
takes a few seconds to check it out at www.snopes.com, 
www.truthorfiction.com, www.hoax-slayer.com or 
www.hoaxbuster.com. Please take advantage of these resources. 
 
When sending an attachment, inquire of the recipient whether he 
can open that format. Judy suggests the attachment should be 
added to the message first to avoid forgetting it when the message 
is complete. Yes, Iôve been guilty of that! 
 
You have probably heard the advice about thinking over, or even 
sleeping on, what youôve written before sending an e-mail which is 
critical of a person or worse. Once you hit that Send button, itôs 
gone! 
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You have been told numerous times to never click on an attach-
ment if it is not from someone you know! And you all know 
about the phishing e-mails that are in abundance these days -  
delete right away. 
 
Finally, everyone appreciates a prompt reply. 
 
Following the suggestions above will ensure that your e-mail will 
be welcome. Thank you so much, Judy, for the reminder of the 
importance of following some sensible rules for our e-mail. 
 
Here are a couple suggested programs for cleaning up e-mail before 
forwarding: 
 
Email Stripper -  
a free program for cleaning the ">" and other formatting characters 
out of your emails. It will restore "forwarded" or "replied" emails 
back to their original state so they're easier to read. 
http://emailstripper.en.softonic.com/ 
 
And, to keep spam from getting into your computer in the first 
place, may I remind you of MailWasher Pro? This program gives 
you the opportunity to glance through your incoming mail and 
delete those items you donôt want before they download into your 
e-mail program. It will check multiple e-mail addresses and works 
with most e-mail programs. Many spam messages are automatically 
marked for deletion, or put into a junk folder, due to the extensive 
database Firetrust maintains.

Now where did I store that list of DVDs. I could have named it 
ñDVD Listò or ñMovie Listò or ñDVD Inventory,ò but Iôm not sure. 
This is the situation I used to find myself in quite frequently when 
I have a hard copy of something that I hadnôt used in awhile and  
want to change, but donôt remember where I stored the file on the 
computer. This problem can be solved in a few ways. An obvious 
one is to include, somewhere on the hardcopy, the name of the file 
and where it is located, like D:/MyInfo/HomeInfo/Inventory/
DVDList.xls. Now if you have a hard copy you can always find the 
file on the D: drive. But this solution doesnôt help if you have dis-
carded or lost the hard copy. So, thank goodness for Search Utili-
ties. 
 
Windows XP had a simple search utility that could be found by 
clicking the Start button and then selecting óSearchô in the list on 
the right side of the menu. Once there, you could select óAll files 
and folders,ô where you could input óAll or part of the file name:,ô 
then select the Drive(s) you wanted searched, and finally select 
Search.ô As files and folders matched the search criteria, they are 
displayed on the right side of the window for review. If something 
is familiar, you can double-click it and inspect it further. More of-
ten than not, this process finds whatever was forgotten, lost or mis-
placed. 
 
That was how it was. Now that I have upgraded to Windows 7, 
when I select the óStart Circleô (or Start Orb), immediately right 
above the Circle, I get a search box that suggests óSearch programs

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and files.ô When I input a word, like ólist,ô I immediately get re-
sults. So far, I have never gotten any results that I can use. (This 
may be because I have not set up óIndexingô correctly, or maybe 
Iôm missing something.)  So, although I am very pleased with Win-
dows 7, I have not been able to find lost files as easily as I could 
with XP. (No, this is not, at all, a reason to stay with XP.) 
 
If you Google óFree Search Utilities,ô you will find many possibili-
ties. But, just as I was about to start looking for a search utility, I 
read a brief review, in Smart Computing (Dec. 2010), of Ultra File 
Search, a free search utility. The review made it sound like it would 
do the things the XP Search feature did. I downloaded it to a test 
Windows7 machine and after using it a while, I was convinced it 
could do the type of basic file and folder search that I was missing. 
 
Ultra File Search can be found at http://www.ultrafilesearch.com. 
The developers describe it as follows: ñUltra File Search is a Search 
Utility which is able to find quickly Files, Folders and Text on 
your Local, Network, DVD, CD-ROM, USB Hard or Flash Drives. 
Ultra File Search allows you to specify several File Masks and mul-
tiple Drives and/or Folders at the same time; it is able to sort out 
files and folders according to their properties (e. g. Modified Date) 
and find files which contain one or more specific words or sen-
tences.ò 
 
This Utility does not use background indexing, does not waste sys-
tem resources and does not use extra space on the disk. Ultra File 
Search does NOT contain any Spyware, Adware or Viruses and is 
Free for Personal use. (Note the comment about not using 
óbackground indexing.ô Maybe that is the source of my not finding 
things when I use the Windows 7 Search. Iôll have to pursue those 
thoughts.) 
 
From the description, it sounds like Ultra File Search attempts to 
replicate the features of the Windows XP Search feature. Ultra File 
Search has a start-up window that looks much like the Windows 
XP óSearch Resultsô screen, but it uses tabs to present its features. 
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Upon starting Ultra File Search, the Files and Folders tab is shown. 
This is similar to the óAll files and foldersô selection in Windows 
XP. Just input a file name and browse for the drive you want to 
search and then click the óSearchô button. Search results show up 
in the bottom of the window. The three remaining tabs on the 
opening screen of Ultra File Search offer different ways of attempt-
ing a search. óContaining textô provides the ability to search for a 
file that contains a specific text sequence. Think of it as looking 
for particular words or phrases in a text (.doc, .docx, .rtf, .txt) 
document. 
 
There are a few options like óMatch Allô and óCase Sensitiveô that 
may help with the search. Additionally, you can eliminate System, 
Hidden, Image, and Media files to speed up your search.  
 
The óDate and Sizeô tab provides the ability to search for files that 
were óModified, Created, or Last Accessedô between specific dates 
and times. This may be useful if you know the very specific kind 
of information about the file in question. This may also be a good 
way to eliminate large numbers of files under certain conditions. 
Additionally, this tab offers the ability to search based on the size 
of the file provided that very specific information is known.  
 
The fourth tab, óAttributes,ô provides the option to search for files 
based on certain system parameters such as Archive, Read Only, 
System, Hidden, and Directory, which may be useful under some 
very specific circumstances. This tab also offers some NTFS only 
(New Technology File System), file searches using the NTFS pa-
rameters, Compressed, Encrypted, Temporary, Not Indexed, 
Reparsed Point, Sparse File, and Offline. These last search criteria 
may be useful only under certain very special circumstances and 
probably only to those very technically inclined. 
 
If you are familiar with the Windows XP search feature, you will 
see that Ultra File Search provides, to a Windows 7 user, all of the 
features that were available in XP. Now with Ultra File Search I can 
finally locate that ñDVD Movie Listò I started looking for. 
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Introduction  
The óNotification Areaô is that area on the right-hand side of the 
Taskbar where your system clock resides, and probably a large 
number of other icons. It used to be called, prior to Windows XP, 
the ósystem tray.ô Programs just love to install an icon there, to sup-
posedly speed up access to their features. You doubtless have a lot 
of not very useful icons there, which can sometimes be removed by 
selecting an option or preference from the menus of the associated 
program.  And in XP and Vista, you can right click the óTaskbar,ô 
select óPropertiesô from the context menu that scrolls out,  
click on the óNotification Areaô tab, and then perform various op-
erations in order to óHide Inactive Icons.ô 
 
Windows 7  
This situation has improved a lot in Windows 7. By default, there 
are only four icons that will appear in your Windows 7 taskbar 
notification area:   
 
 
•The Sound icon (so you can adjust the volume of your speakers 

or mute them)   
•The Network icon (so you can perform maintenance tasks con-

cerning your network connection)   
•The Battery icon (if youôre running Windows 7 on a laptop) to 

tell you how much charge is remaining to your PCôs  
 battery or whether itôs charging if you are running your

If you have any other icons in the Notification Area (such as one 
for your anti-virus program, for example), they will usually be 
found by clicking the little upward-pointing carat to the left of the 
óAction Centerô icon, which causes a small popup window to be 
shown. If you want to see any of those icons in this popup win-
dow in your óNotification Areaô instead, you can just drag them 
down there. 
 
Windows 7 Action Center  
The Action Center icon will normally handle all those notification 
messages coming from the system when some program thinks you 
need to take an action of some kind.  
 
For example: download important updates from Microsoft Up-
date, or perform a scan with Windows Defender, or download the 
most recent antivirus data, etc.  
 
In Windows 7 there is now a new Control Panel applet called 
óNotification Area Icons,ô which takes the place of the correspond-
ing tab of óTaskbar Propertiesô in Windows Vista, XP, and previous 
versions.   
 
When you go to that Control Panel applet, you will be shown a 
list of each of the Notification Area icons, and for each one you 
can use the ólist boxô next to it to choose one of three possible set-
tings:

What is Dropbox? 
Suppose you were able to save work without using a flash drive, a 
disk (CD or DVD-R or RW), or an external drive, or even email, 
and move files between your laptop and desktop? For many years, 
I, like so many of us, had developed methods and procedures to 
upload, download, and save documents, music and pictures to a 
storage device, only to have to rely on memory to locate it after-
wards. Another irritating problem for me, especially when I was 
working, was to identify the ñlatestò version, so that an older file 
would not overwrite my work during a ñSave As.ò 
 
Enter Dropbox, a useful applica-
tion that eliminates lots of work 
and uncertainty. 
 
Dropbox is a free download that 
offers protection and conven-
ience and is easy to use. There is 
basically no learning involved. 
You should, however, be familiar 
with Drag & Drop and Move vs. Copy. Why not give Dropbox a 
try and see whether this is for you. 
 
I first heard of Dropbox during a meeting of my camera club. 
Some members seemed happy with it; there were no negative  
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comments, leading me to investigate. Having a way to store pho-
tography files without worrying about loss or corruption seemed 
an ideal solution to the problem of travel pictures. I got to test 
this, when I maxed out the Dropbox folder at around 2 GB during 
a vacation in Boston. There are two ways to increase your storage 
capacity Ł you can purchase the program on a monthly or yearly 
basis, or you can have friends join the service and be rewarded a 
few more MBôs up to a whopping 8 GB. 
 
Get the App 
To acquire Dropbox, you need to go to the website at 
www.dropbox.com. The download is quick and easy. Just run it, 
and follow the instructions. There are six initial steps: 
 
1. Take the tour 
2. Install Dropbox 
3. Put files in your Dropbox folder 
4. Install Dropbox on other computers 
5. Share a folder with friends or colleagues 
6. Invite friends to join 
 
It is necessary to install the program on all computers that you 
will be using. The setup is done on the website, and the instruc-
tions are easy. 
 
In my case, this is my laptop and my desktop. As I move around 
with the laptop, to meetings or anywhere I use it, Iôm able to save 
files as they are created, directly into the Dropbox folder, which 
sits in the system tray area. By clicking on its icon, Dropbox will 
provide easy and helpful commands. 
 
In addition, I know that once I reach home, altered files will be 
available and updated on my desktop machine. They can be 
dragged into their proper locations on the storage drives. This has 
been extremely useful. Instead of dealing with two documents, a 
newer version and an older version, there is only one synchronized 
version.  
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Another nice aspect is that I donôt have to worry about misplacing 
storage disks or flash drives, which does happen. I also would 
think that it lessens stress, as there is nothing to lose! 
 
There is plenty of information on the Dropbox website. There are 
videos and explanations of the synching process. Basically, any-
thing that is put into the local folder is also recorded on the Inter-
net. You can also access your files and upload them directly onto 
the Dropbox server.  
 
It can be compared to using GoogleDocs or Windows Live Mesh. 
Collaboration, by the way, is possible. I havenôt delved into this, 
because I simply need a way to move data between computers. If 
you want to learn more, you need to visit the Dropbox website and 
study this feature. 
 
The Dropbox website has five tabs:  
  “ ñGet Startedò walks you through several chores before you can 
earn some extra space. This is simple and easy to understand.  
  “ ñFilesò is the online list of your current Dropbox inhabitants, 
their sizes and the dates they were modified. You can sort each col-
umn by clicking on its heading. There are buttons here that let you 
do even more. A basic knowledge of file management is all you 
need to comprehend this part of the application.  
  “ ñEventsò is a listing of various edits, deletions, and other in-
formation about your files. 
  “ ñSharingò allows you to create a new folder to share, or share 
an existing folder. By following the prompts, you can identify who 
you want to share the folder with. In my  
case, I began typing my husbandôs email address, and it was pre-
filled for me. This would make it easier for multiple shares in a 
business or committee setting. Perhaps our next Board meeting 
minutes will appear in a Dropbox folder! I also found that once 
the shared folder appeared in my local Dropbox folder, I could 
rename it and manage it locally. A refresh caused the change to 
appear on the website immediately. I like this type of efficiency. 
There is no lag time, and information can be relayed quickly be-
tween computers.  
  “ Finally, ñHelpò is all the rest. It seems that the Dropbox web-
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site is complete; you can spend much time learning about it. I 
would suggest that you jump in and try out the program; you can 
learn by doing as well.  
 
There are a couple of things I would warn you about as a new user. 
If you simply drag and drop the file back and forth, it copies the 
file. You may want to right-drag and choose move to ensure you 
have the latest version of your work or photograph. Also, having a 
comfort level with storage online to some extent, and not adding 
things like your Social Security number or banking information, 
goes without saying. Aside from that, there are no problems I can 
see with using this reliably. 
 
One Last Thing 
I do have one favor to ask you if you do join Dropbox; please use 
the link! It will enable both of us to get some extra space, a great 
reward and well deserved!  
The link to join on my behalf is http://db.tt/sHvgWQp. I promise 
I will not waste that space!!!!!!

SideKickôs carbon compound is similar to the one found in 
printerôs ink; why newspapers have been an effective way to clean 
windows for generations. The cost for SideKick is $19.95. A pack-
age of two replacement cleaning pads is $14.95. Each pad gives 150 
cleanings. 
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QR Codes

Recently I have been noticing small high density code squares ap-
pearing in magazine articles and catalogs. I found that they are 
QR Codes intended to be scanned by smart cell phones which 
then automatically insert a specific URL in your phoneôs browser. 
The related web page gives more detailed information about a par-
ticular product or subject.  
 
QR codes (QR meaning Quick Response) were developed and 
widely adopted in Japan, spread to Europe and are now being 
found in the US and elsewhere. These two dimensional bar codes 
have multiple uses, but the most common is to store URLs and 
addresses. I have had more than a passing interest in bar codes 
since my days in the retail industry when I was developing coded 
labels for small jewelry items. Some time ago, I wrote an article 
for the newsletter explaining and extolling bar codes for personal 
and business record keeping. 
 
Since I knew little about these squares, I wanted to learn more, see 
what they were, and what they did. BUT, I do not have a smart 
phone, neither iPhone, nor Android, not even a new Windows 
phone. I thought there must be a way to do this using a com-
puter. The problem was how to get the code into the computer. 
Conventional bar code scanners are expensive and many cannot 
read QR code.  
 
Fortunately, a method had already been found, using a web cam. I 
have an early generation Logitech VCAM-U1. This is a simple low 
resolution camera, but I thought I might see if it would work. 
 
Many programs were available, but professional programs which 
had to be purchased seemed in excess of my requirements. Several

free programs were found, and, after looking at three, I determined 
two to test. 
 
1. The first was QRreader from densl.net. This required my com-
puter to have Adobe Air 
as a prerequisite, which I did have. 
 
2. The second was bcWebCam from QS QualitySoft GmbH in 
Germany.  
 
Both work in a similar way in that a box appears on your screen 
into which you move the focused image of the QR code from the 
web cam, whereupon the program reads the code.  
 
After several attempts to use QRreader trying different code 
squares, all attempts failed, none were read. Since I had to believe 
that the program probably did work or would not have been made 
available, I had to attribute the failure to my poor quality web 
cam. 
 
bcWebCam worked perfectly every time! It had more features than 
QRreader. It can also read many additional types of bar codes. Al-
though I mainly used the defaults, I did choose two options: To 
automatically save to the clipboard, and audible beep for success-
ful scan. 
  
The first screen that appears when you begin the program is an 
illustrated instruction set showing the few steps required to insert 
the scan result directly into a target document or browser. Since I 
chose to save the scan to the clipboard, I did not have to choose a 
target. 
 
When you press START, a box appears into which you scan. 
bcWebCam remains in the foreground and the target, if you 
choose one, shows in the background. The resulting text from the 
read appears at the top of the box and is automatically inserted in 
the target wherever you have placed the cursor.  
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If you press STOP after the successful scan, the first instruction 
screen returns in German. You can close and restart the program 
to return to English. 
 
There are simple ways that anyone can generate and print their 
own QR codes but that is beyond the scope of this article. 
 
The example code shown here is actual code, created with 
ñQurify!ò (qurify.com). Newsletter readers with appropriate phones 
should scan it in.   
 

 

Send A Calendar 
  
If you are trying to get together with one person, or even a 
group of people, sometimes it's easier if they can simply view 
your calendar. That way you won't have to bounce back and 
forth with meeting times that won't work. To email your cal-
endar to someone in Outlook 2007, click the óCalendarô but-
ton in the navigation pane, and then choose óSend A Calen-
dar Via E-mail.ô In the óOptionsô window, decide the dates, 
and amount of detail you want to include.

TNS reports that the strongest growth (in the past 12 months) 
for new mobile services has come from social video (10% to 
15%) and Live TV (9% to 12%).  

 
Above Tips from Smart Computing 
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I like a neat desktop. In XP, I would right-click on the desktop to 
get a context menu, then click  óNew/Folderô and name it óInternetô 
or óUtilitiesô or whatever. I would open it and fill it with shortcuts 
to all the applicable programs. This way, any program (or other 
file) I needed was two double-clicks away. But in Windows 7, when 
you create a new folder, it is a nasty double-columned Windows 
Explorer folder, and if you accidentally click in the left column, 
you lose all your nice shortcuts (you can get them back with the 
left arrow in the upper corner, but...). So I needed another way to 
organize icons. 
 
Now, the Start Menu in Win7 is an improvement. You can right-
click on any program icon and select ópin to Start Menuô or óPin to 
Toolbar.ô 
 
The programs you use all the time (Internet browser, mail client) 
can sit on the toolbar and be up in one click, and programs you 
use frequently are a click of the Start button (the circle with the 
windows flag in the lower left-hand corner) away. You can custom-
ize how the Start menu and the toolbar look by right clicking on 
the toolbar or Start button and clicking on óProperties.ô 
 
The best thing about the Win7 Start Menu is that each program 
you have used has a little right-pointing arrow at the right side; 
hover the mouse arrow over it and you will see, and can open, the 
files you have recently opened with that programŁ-admirable! 

 

Good Fences Make Good 
Desktops

OK, now to the fences. There are files I donôt use all the time 
(backup program, scanner software, manuals for hardware I have-
nôt played with a lot yet) but donôt want to go digging for in Win-
dows Explorer. Stardock makes a free program called Fences 
http://www.stardock.com/products/fences/). 
 
Essentially, it creates shaded areas on the desktop into which you 
can drag shortcuts, just like with XPôs folders. When you first in-
stall it, there are some wizards you can use to configure your 
fenced areas, or you can just go freeform. You can name them, re-
size them, and move them. You cannot minimize them as you 
could folders in XP, butŁalmost as goodŁjust double-click on the 
desktop, and voilà, they disappear. Double-click again and, voilà, 
they come back. (Curiously, other desktop icons, such as the Recy-
cle Bin, disappear also, but you can right-click on the icon and 
select óExclude this Item from Fencesô quick-hide.ô) You can do a 
lot of other stuff, like resize icons, from the context menu when 
you right-click on the desktop. So, happy fencing in Windows 7!  

Thinking about  
An External Hard Drive  

 
In the old days, hard drives were large and couldn't fit into the 
computer case. Many hard drives were external, out of necessity. 
Then drives started getting compact, and storing them inside the 
computer case became the norm. With the advent of FireWire 
and USB 2.0, drives are crawling back out of the computer case. 
External drives can be found on any computer retailer's shelves. 
The price for an external drive ranges from $150 to $400, de-
pending on its capacity.  
 
The interest in external drives is driven by two primary reasons: 
easy backups and easy data transfer.  
 
As the amount of data on a typical PC gets larger, the ease of 
doing backups -- even on CDs -- gets harder. CDs can handle just 
over 600MB of data, but most hard drives are now at 40GB or 
more. That's a lot of CDs to use for backup!  
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An easier and faster solution is to use an external hard drive. Plug 
it in -- normally via a USB or FireWire cable -- and Windows recog-
nizes it as just another hard drive. You can copy your files to the 
hard drive, unplug it, and store it in a safe place. The process is 
much faster than using either CD or DVD solutions.  
 
Recognizing that external hard drives are being used for backups, 
Seagate recently came out with a line of external drives geared to-
ward doing them. The drives have a capacity of anywhere from 
320GB to 1.5TB. (That's a lot of data.) The drive includes auto-
matic backup!  
 
Regarding data transfer, suppose that you work part time at an 
office and the rest of the time at a client's location -- or even at 
home. If you work on the same projects in both places, synchro-
nizing data between locations quickly becomes a big chore.  
 
The solution is an external drive. If you store your data on the ex-
ternal drive, you can take it with you and plug it into all the sys-
tems. When you do, the data is immediately available and ready to 
use.

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Shooting Party Pix  
 
Some of the best opportunities for people photography happen at 
parties, whether itôs a wedding reception, birthday bash, or New 
Yearôs Eve celebration. Here are some pointers for taking great 
party pictures:  
 
Photograph party preparation and cleanup. Get shots of the nicest 
food spreads before guests gobble them up; click away at the deco-
rations before they're trashed. Afterward, present the pictures as 
gifts to the hosts.  
 
Concentrate on the most animated groups, but make portraits of 
individuals, too.  
 
Look for groups that seem to hold together visually. Avoid groups 
with individuals whose backs are to the camera or who block the 
cameraôs view of others in the group.  
 
If the gathering is a rare or once-in-a-lifetime event -- a family  
reunion, for example -- try to photograph everyone there. If you 
leave someone out, you may regret it later.  
 
Bring appropriate family and friends together for loosely posed 
group portraits. Suggest making a group shot of everyone there.  
 
For better background detail with indoor party shots, set your 
point-and-shoot to its slow-sync mode, if possible, or if it doesnôt 
offer this, fill-flash mode.  
 
Always have double sets of prints made. This gives you one set to 
give away to the people you photograph, and a second set to keep.
